Lansing's Varsity effort jumped out to a
quick 7-point lead with strong offense and
defense. Lansing stretched its lead in the
early 2nd quarter, but Dryden fought back
to trail Lansing at halftime 26-21. Lansing
returned from the locker room all fired up
and caught Dryden of guard to advance by a
quick 7 points and end the 3rd period with
an 11 point lead. In the final quarter, Lansing
excelled at the foul line going 9 for 13 and
won the game 69-51.

One key to the game's outcome was that
Dryden had a large number of turnovers.
